number. It is encouraged to
submit a summary of
reimbursement sought.

Businesses that already received SBRRF in the first round can
apply for a second time.
These businesses can receive up to $20,000 TOTAL.
For example, if a business received $8,000 in the first
reimbursement, they are eligible for up to $12,000 in the
second reimbursement.
Businesses cannot apply for costs already covered by another
Federally-funded program such as the CARES Act, Paycheck
Protection Program, Economic Injury Disaster Loan, etc.

Businesses with less than $5 million in revenue can apply for a
reimbursement grant up to the maximum amount based on
revenue in the above chart.
